      Passive Boma  
 

We have also been able to build a permanent 

passive game capturing  boma.  It has been build in 

the game camp and the aim of the boma is to 

capture game or rather transfer them into the 

lifeline camp as and when needed once the lifeline 

programme is up and running.   

 

The game camp has been the safe or breeding 

zone and the game that has been bought in to 

breed and help sustain the lifeline project will be 

kept here.   As they breed and the groups in the 

lifeline might be depleted or thinned out they will be put into the lifeline through this 

system. 

 

The game will regularly be fed in or close to this boma and that way get used to the 

area.  If they are then closed off and moved over it does not cause any trauma or 

fear to them.
